ÅIn January, 2008 the Jacksonville Historic Naval Ship 
Association (JHNSA) was formed by Northeast Florida 
residents, local Jacksonville businessmen, and retired 
military veterans who have the vision of establishing a 
Naval Ship Museum in downtown Jacksonville, FL on 
the banks of the St. Johns River. 
ÅOn February 26, 2008 the City Council unanimously 

approved a resolution supporting the idea of 
establishing the USS CHARLES F. ADAMS (DDG-2) ship 
museum on the South Bank of the St. Johns River 
between the River City Brewing Company and the 
Acosta Bridge.
